Simple Luxury Scarf in Noro Kochoran
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Materials: 1 skein of Noro Kochoran and 12 mm straight needles.

Abbreviations: 
1. Make one Front – pick up the horizontal bar (strand of yarn between the stitches on your left and right needles), by inserting your needle front to back.  Knit the stitch through the back loop.
2. K – knit
3. M1 – make one – simple increase by knitting through both front and back loops of the stitch

Pattern: 
Garter stitch (knit every row)
Cast on 3 stitches. 
Knit one row. 
On next row: K until one stitch remains on the needle. Make one front.  K last stitch. 
Repeat this row until wanted size. The shop sample was 22 sts wide, but I would probably make it about 17sts.  I knitted for 90cm before I started to decrease, but if you have less stitches this will be longer.  Leave 2 colour repeats in the yarn before you begin the decrease rows below.

Decrease Rows: When you are ready to decrease, follow these two rows to the end.
1. K until 3 sts remain, k2tog, k1
2. Knit
Repeat until there are 3 sts left on the needle.  Bind off.
