Nihon Chic Series
Nobori Crochet Bag
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This adorable bag is crocheted with just one skein of Noro ‘Nobori’ – a cotton/nylon tape-style yarn which is very soft.  We just love the way that each round is a different colour!  At only $17 a skein, this is an affordable project that lends itself to creation in a wide variety of yarns – not just the Noro.  Try it in Lily Sugar ‘n Cream or perhaps a lovely tweed wool for a winter bag – the possibilities are endless!

Materials:

1 x 100g skein of Noro ‘Nobori’ – we used colourway #11

5.5mm hook

Large-eye darning/sewing needle for weaving in ends

Abbreviations:

(Note – this pattern uses US crochet terms throughout)

Sc = single crochet

Dc = double crochet

Sl st  = slip stitch

St = stitch

Ch = chain

Hk = hook

Pattern

With 5.5mm hook, ch 18

Round 1 – sc in 2nd ch from hk and in each ch across, making 4 sc in the last ch. DO NOT TURN but sc in the remaining loops of the foundation chain underneath, across to the end, making 3 more sc in the same st as beginning ch-1.  Sl st to 1st sc – 38 sc.

Round 2 – ch 1, sc in same st and in each of nxt 16 sc, 2 sc in each of next 2 sc, sc in each remaining sc to last sc – 2 sc in each of these last two sts, sl st in beg. Sc – 43 sc.

Round 3 – ch 1, sc in same st, and in each of next 16 sc, 2 sc in each of next 4 sc, sc in each st to last 4 sc – 2 sc in each of these remaining 4 sc, sl st to beg sc – 51 sc.

Round 4 – ch 1, sc in same st and in each of nxt 17 sc, 2 sc in nxt sc, sc in nxt sc, 2 sc in each of next 2 sc, sc in next sc, 2 sc in next sc, sc in nxt sc, sc in each of nxt 19 sc, 2 sc in next sc, sc in next sc, 2 sc in each of next 2 sc, sc in nxt sc, 2 sc in next sc, sc in last st, sl st to beg. Sc – 59 sc.

Round 5 (Main body of bag) – ch 1, sc in same st, * (Ch 5, skip next 3 sts, sc in next st) – repeat from * around, join with sl st in beginning sc.

Round 6 – ch 3, dc in same st, ch-3, 2 dc in same st, skip nxt 2 ch, sc in next ch, * skip next 2 ch, (2 dc, ch-3, 2 cd) in next sc, skip next 2 ch, sc in next ch.  Repeat from * around, ending with a sl st in the top of beginning ch-3.

Round 7 – sl st across to middle ch of next 3-ch space, ch-1 and sc in this centre ch. * ch-5, sc in middle ch of next ch-3 space.  Repeat from * around – sl st to top of beginning sc.

Rounds 8-17 – repeat rounds 6 and 7.

Round 18 – repeat round 6

Round 19 – sl st across to centre ch of next ch-3 space, (ch 1, sc) in same st, * (ch 4, sc in middle ch of next ch-3 space).  Repeat from * around –  sl st in top of beginning sc.

Round 20 – ch 1, * (sc in each chain of the next ch-4 space), repeat from * around, sl st to top of beginning ch-1.
Round 21 – ch 1, sc in each st around, join with sl st to top of beginning ch-1.

Round 22 – (make handles) - Ch 1, sc in each of next 4 sc, ch-14, skip next 14 sc, sc in next 17 sc, ch-14, skip next 14 sc, sc in each of remaining 13 sc, join with sl st to top of beginning sc.\

Round 23 – ch 1, sc in each sc and ch around, join with sl st to top of beginning sc.

Rounds 24-25 – ch 1, sc in each sc around, join with sl st to top of beginning sc, fasten off.

Weave in ends and embellish with crocheted/felted flowers if desired.
